Math Performance Task- Unit 4: 

Adding and Subtracting Whole Numbers (2-digit and 3-digit)

Overview

Administration guidelines: This assessment should take one math period.

Task: Approximately 45 minutes -1 hour 

Let your students know that they will be working individually to complete a task.

Pass out the Task Paper and Scholastic Book Order Catalog.  Let them know that they may use manipulatives if they choose. 

*remind them about the rational for using manipulatives and that manipulatives can be used in math as a tool to represent many different things.

Read the Part A together.  Discuss that they will be using the catalog to select 2 items and write them in the space provided.

Read through the rest of the task and give them time to work.
